Looking ahead in 2024

April = June 2024:

— Weekend closure, 85th Street shaft construction:
Over one weekend, we will close both directions of Northeast 85th Street
to change how drivers get on and off 1-405 ramps and turn on new temporary
signals.

— Single and double-lane closures of NE 85th Street:
To install the water line and bridge elements, crews must close lanes of
Northeast 85th Street. Other than the weekend closures for the shaft work,
east and west-bound travel will not be closed.
