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Cross Sections shall include

e A visual image of the project location that depicts the widths and placement of existing right of way,
pavement, travel lanes and/or other features within the proposed alignment;

e A visual image of the project location that depicts the widths and placement of proposed right of
way, pavement, travel.

Projects with variable cross section configurations should include multiple cross sections indicating the
percent of the total project that the segment represents including travel lanes and/or other features
within the proposed alignment.
