• Application due – May 31, 2024
• No minimum or maximum request limits. 

Pedestrian and Bicycle Program
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• ~$25.6 million expected for the 
2025-2027 biennium

• Multi-Modal Account, Climate 
Commitment Act & Infrastructure 
Investment & Jobs Act (state & 
federal funds)

• Application due – June 7, 2024
• No minimum or maximum request 

limits. Nonprofit entities are eligible.
