2. State Airport Volunteer Efforts Continue
into Winter

Since most are closed for the winter, it is rare to
see much activity at state-owned airports during
this time of year. However, in recent weeks
activity has significantly increased among
Adopt-an-Airport volunteers. Three new groups
are inquiring about adopting one or more of the
16 state operated airports. Two of the groups
that have current Adopt-an-Airport agreements
are interested in adopting other airports. At the same time, there is mounting pressure
from pilot groups to look at former or abandoned airstrips in the state in hopes of
reopening some that may serve as important aviation assets. Historical researchers have
already identified 200 sites as former civilian or military airports. Many of these airports
still have usable runways.
