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HOW TO USE THE PROJECT MAP APPLICATION

Filter

The window on the left side of the map contains tools that will allow you to filter the
project data based on a set of predefined criteria (e.g. State Route, County, Legislative
District, etc.).

Use the filters to select criteria to limit projects shown on your map.
Use the dropdown lists to select your filter criteria.
The Advanced filter can be accessed by clicking the Advanced link. This will open up

additional, less common detail filters. Once your filters have been selected, click
Submit. To clear your filter selection, and see all projects click Reset.



Layers

Click on the Layers tab to bring up available map layers. Make layers visible by
clicking in the check boxes to the right of their name. Click on the dropdown arrow to
the right of the layer name to see more options for controlling the way the map layer
is displayed.

Basemaps
To change the background map, click on the Basemaps tab to show the basemap
gallery. Click on a basemap from the gallery to select a new map.
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Legend
The Legend tab displays the symbology for each map layer.

For example, the blue line in the picture below shows the symbology that represents
each project limit identified in the Six-Year Plan (2015) data.
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To find out more detailed information about a project, click on the line on the map. An
information window (popup) will appear at the selected location. Project limits can
overlap. If more than one feature overlap there will be an arrow in the top right
corner of the box.
