Dear Director Schumacher, Senator Hobbs, and Representative Clibborn:

This letter transmits to you the quarterly project delivery status reports for the third
quarter of the 2017-2019 biennium, as required in Section 313 of the 2017
Transportation Budget (Engrossed Senate Bill 5096). A copy of Section 313 is attached.
The first report provides status on scope, schedule, and budget through the quarter
ending March 2018, for all capital projects. This report includes new projects added
using programmatic funding provided by the Legislature. Not included in the report are
public transportation projects funded through the department’s operating program or
projects being constructed for Sound Transit under a reimbursable agreement. Brief
explanations for variances have been provided according to the following:

o Cost: An estimated cost increase or decrease greater than $500,000 of the
project’s total cost or 2017-19 appropriation.

o Schedule: A milestone delay that extends the project in excess of one quarter.

e Scope: A proposed change in the nature of the work included in the project that
deviates from the legislative intent of the project.

The second report is a list of projects charging to the environmental mitigation reserve
(OBI4ENV) funded by the 2003 Nickel and 2005 Transportation Partnership Accounts.
The format for these reports was designed to provide the information as directed in the
proviso and was developed in cooperation with staff from the Office of Financial
Management and Legislative transportation committees. If you have questions on the
attached material or need additional information, please contact me at (360) 705-7121 or
alexanja@wsdot.wa.gov.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 313. QUARTERLY REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR CAPITAL PROGRAM

On a quarterly basis, the department of transportation shall provide to the office of financial
management and the legislative transportation committees the following reports for all capital
programs:

(1) For active projects, the report must include:

(a) A TEIS version containing actual capital expenditures for all projects consistent with the
structure of the most recently enacted budget;

(b) Anticipated cost savings, cost increases, reappropriations and schedule adjustments for all
projects consistent with the structure of the most recently enacted budget;

(c) The award amount, the engineer's estimate, and the number of bidders for all active projects
consistent with the structure of the most recently enacted budget;

(d) Projected costs and schedule for individual projects that are funded at a programmatic level
for projects relating to bridge rail, guard rail, fish passage barrier removal, roadside safety projects, and
seismic bridges. Projects within this programmatic level funding must be completed on a priority basis
and scoped to be completed within the current programmatic budget;

(e) Highway projects that may be reduced in scope and still achieve a functional benefit;

(f) Highway projects that have experienced scope increases and that can be reduced in scope;

(g) Highway projects that have lost significant local or regional contributions that were essential
to completing the project; and

(h) Contingency amounts for all projects consistent with the structure of the most recently
enacted budget.

(2) For completed projects, the report must:

(a) Compare the costs and operationally complete date for projects with budgets of twenty
million dollars or more that are funded with preexisting funds to the original project cost estimates and
schedule; and

(b) Provide a list of nickel and TPA projects charging to the nickel/TPA environmental mitigation
reserve (OBI4ENV) and the amount each project is charging.

(3) For prospective projects, the report must:

(a) Identify the estimated advertisement date for all projects consistent with the structure of the
most recently enacted transportation budget that are going to advertisement during the current fiscal
biennium;

(b) Identify the anticipated operationally complete date for all projects consistent with the
structure of the most recently enacted transportation budget that are going to advertisement during the
current fiscal biennium; and

(c) Identify the estimated cost of completion for all projects consistent with the structure of the
most recently enacted transportation budget that are going to advertisement during the current fiscal
biennium.
