Transit Coordination Grant
2023-2025 Notice of Funding Opportunity

Purpose

The Transit Coordination Grant Program provides state funding for coordinated, transit-
related projects in the central Puget Sound region. The goal of this program is to encourage
joint planning and coordination by central Puget Sound transit systems to improve user
experience and increase ridership while making the most effective use of tax dollars.

Funding availability

WSDOT anticipates up to $1 million to fund grant projects for the 2023-2025 biennium. The
Legislature will determine the funding level in the 2023 legislative session. Awarded
applicants must spend grant funds by June 30, 2025.

Eligible applicants

Transit agencies located in a county or counties with a population of 700,000 or more that
border Puget Sound (i.e., King County Metro, Everett Transit, Sound Transit, Community
Transit, Pierce Transit) are eligible to apply. Ineligible applicants may partner on grant
applications but cannot be lead applicants.

At least two eligible transit agencies must jointly propose an application. Applications must
clearly define the roles and responsibilities of each partnering agency.

Eligible projects

Eligible projects include, but are not limited to:

e Integrating marketing efforts

Aligning fare structures

Integrating service planning

Coordinating long-range planning, including capital projects planning and
implementation

Integrating other administrative functions and internal business processes, as
appropriate

e Integrating certain customer-focused tools and initiatives
Eligible projects may include capital, mobility management, and operations projects.

Project duration is one biennium, scheduled to end on June 30, 2025.

Match requirements

Applicants must provide matching funds as direct contributions of 10 percent of total project
cost. Direct contributions are cash or other assets that directly benefit the project and are
fundamental to implementing the project.

Applicants may use any funding source other than competitive state public transportation
grants as match.

Application

To apply for Transit Coordination Grant funding, applicants must use GMS. Applicants
must complete registration in GMS before accessing the application. For additional
assistance regarding registration and training, email the GMS Help Desk at
PTDGMSsupport@wsdot.wa.gov.

The application deadline is 3 p.m. PDT, Wednesday, April 19, 2023. WSDOT will not accept
applications received after this date and time. Applicants should submit applications prior
to the deadline to accommodate any unforeseen challenges.

One application is required for each separate project. Applicants may submit more than
one application.
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Transit Coordination Grant funding has specific focus areas from the Legislature through
the Climate Commitment Act. This includes tracking service to vulnerable populations in
overburdened communities and coordination for projects that benefit tribal nations in
Washington. WSDOT will work with grantees to ensure projects track progress in these
focus areas.

Evaluation criteria

An independent review panel evaluates applications based on the following criteria:

Total points possible 100

The Legislature established the assessment of vulnerable populations in overburdened
communities as a goal for the distribution of funds. Analysis of vulnerable populations is
not connected to evaluation of grants and should not be viewed as a barrier to applying for
funds.

Award

WSDOT anticipates up to $1 million to fund grant projects for the 2023-2025 biennium. If it
is an effective and efficient use of grant funds and at the request of applicants, WSDOT, at
its discretion, may award Transit Coordination Grant funds to another entity that is part of
an eligible applicant’s coalition.
