Travel Washington Intercity Bus Grant
2023-2025 Notice of Funding Opportunity

Purpose

The Intercity Bus Program supports a network of transportation services to link rural
towns and communities in Washington state to the national intercity bus system,
connecting rural communities to major transportation hubs and urban centers; filling gaps
in the public transportation network; and making travel more accessible, reliable, and
convenient.

Eligible applicants

Eligible applicants must:

Provide services open to the general public.

Support nonurbanized areas with regularly scheduled fixed-route service that
meets the intercity travel needs of residents in rural areas and makes meaningful
connections to the larger regional and national intercity bus networks.

Be registered with the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration.

Have an active interline-ticketing agreement through the National Bus Traffic
Association and Greyhound.

Meet the letter and spirit of the Americans with Disability Act.

Have a valid Unique Entity Identifier number, an active System for Award
Management registration, and payment information in preparation for future filing
requirements.

Satisfy all other requirements of the federal 5311 program.

Eligible expenses

Eligible expenses begin March 3, 2021, and include:

1. Deficits related to existing services (e.g., actual dollars spent to provide service

as scoped in the contract after deducting fare revenue)

Operating expenses for service specified within the contract (e.g., costs such
as driver salaries, fuel, preventive maintenance, wages for temporary workers;
telework equipment; hazard pay; training; security/safety related costs; items with
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a useful life of less than one year, including personal protective equipment and
cleaning supplies)
Available funding

WSDOT anticipates $7,503,601 in grant funding for this solicitation. Availability of funds
is contingent on the Federal Transit Administration’s approval of the Intercity Bus Program
total apportionments based on the Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental
Appropriations Act of 2021 and the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021.

WSDOT intends to distribute funds based on unmet needs related to current revenue
deficits. Distributions will not exceed current revenue deficits. As such, applicants must
provide evidence of revenue deficits that match the amount requested in their application.

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GMS will autogenerate a confirmation email for each application submitted. The
confirmation will not include an assessment of the completeness of the application, nor
will the confirmation imply that a review of the submission has been conducted.

The application deadline is 3 p.m. PDT, Wednesday, April 26, 2023. WSDOT will not
accept applications received after this date and time. Applicants should submit
applications prior to the deadline to accommodate any unforeseen challenges.

Award process

WSDOT Public Transportation Division staff will coordinate with third-party, independent,
external subject matter experts in rural and intercity transportation who will evaluate
applications.

Subject to the availability of amounts appropriated for this specific purpose through the
2023-2025 biennium, WSDOT will distribute funds based on a formula determined by
the total number of applicants and the total operating deficit. WSDOT may award
proportional amounts based on the verified deficit.
