Contractor Reporting Requirements for Hazardous Materials Events

Spills contained to impervious surfaces (e.g. asphalt) generally don’t need to be reported to outside

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If unplanned contamination is discovered,
report to the WSDOT Project Engineer,
who follows the contract and ECAP.

If a new release occurs into, within, or from the
Project boundaries, report to the WSDOT Project

discovered, report to the WSDOT Project
Engineer who requests a site assessment
